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Mission work involved searching for people interested in hearing
the Good News. By the early 20th century, missions in Korea
grew to include schools for children and young people, hospitals
and medical clinics, and an active Korean Presbyterian Church.
Today the mission work of the Presbyterian Church continues
through missionaries from the United States in Korea and Korean
missionaries in other countries.
