Organized by Church World Service, One Great Hour of Sharing collected millions of dollars from
Presbyterian churches and other denominations.  This money helped feed, clothe, and provide
shelter for those who needed help.

This kind of aid demonstrates this year's theme for Heritage Sunday, "A new commandment I give
to you, that you love one another" (John 13:34).
