Then in 1831, the General Assembly decided on an official hymnal. _Psalms and
Hymns Adapted to the Public Worship_ became the first official American Presbyterian hymnal.
Through the years, Presbyterian created new hymnals and collections of sacred songs. This gave
Presbyterians a rich heritage of ways to "sing to the Lord a new song." (Psalms 96:1).
